Notes on the Instructions to Bidders

Matters governing performance of the Bidder, payments under the contract, or matters
affecting the risks, rights, and obligations of the parties under the contract are not normally
included in this Section, but rather under Section IV. General Conditions of Contract,
and/or Section V. Special Conditions of Contract (SCC). If duplication of a subject is
‘nevitable in the other sections of the document prepared by the Procuring Entity, care

must be exercised to avoid contradictions between clauses dealing with the same matter.
